Under the Restoration Act, BIA and Indian Health Services programs are
already being provided to the tribe and the Menominee-owned land will be re-~
stored to trust status, There are approximately 2,600 people residing on the
former reservation land -- now Menominee County in Northeast Wisconsin,

It is probable that the new Menominee roll, including those who have
moved out of the county, will exceed the 1954 enrollment of 3,270, L
