More than 700 Indian tribes, organizations and individuals have been
invited to nominate individuals to serve as voting members on the Board of
Trustees of the newly-established Institute of American Indian and Alaska
Native Culture and Arts Development, a successor to the current Institute of
American Indian Arts (IAIA) in Santa Fe, New Mexico.

Inter'ior"s Assistant Sect'etar'Y for' Indian Affair's Ross Swin1n1er', soliciting
nominations on behalf of Pr'esident Reagan, said the 13 voting member's of the
boar'd will be appointed by the Pr'esident subject to confirnlation by the U,S.
Senate. The author'izing legislation (Title XV, P.L, 99-498) signed by the
Pr'esident last year' r'equir'es that the boar'd be selected "fr'om among
individuals fr'om pr'ivate life who ar'e Indians, Or' other' individuals, widely
r'ecognized in the field of Indian ar't and cultur'e and who r'epr'esent divet'se
political views." The legislation 'ilso dir'ects that due consider'ation be
given to the appointment of individuals who will pr'ovide appr'opr'iate r'egional
and tr'ibal r'epr'esentation on the boar'd and'that the major'ity of member's be
Indians.

"Nominations are being sought from a wide range of interested individuals
and orgnizations, ,. Swilnmer said. "All nominations will receive due

consideration by a select screening colnmittee which I will appoint."

Four of the 13 voting members of the board will be appointed for two-year
terms of office; four for four-year tern,s; and five for six-year terms, as
determined by the drawing of lots during the first meeting of the board. In
addition, the Speaker of the House of Representatives and the President Pro
Tempore of the Senate will appoint four of the six nonvoting members of theboard. 

The president of the Institute and the president of the student body
will make up the other two nonvoting members.
