BIA/OST REORGANIZATION
Sessionsto be Held June 26 in Washington, D.C. and June 27 in Reston, Va.

WASHINGTON, D.C. — The Department of the Interior (DOI) is continuing its schedule of
presentations to employees of the Bureau of Indian Affairs (BIA) and the Office of the Special
Trustee for American Indians (OST) on the reorganization of both agencies. Thisweek,
employees in the Department’ s central office will be briefed on June 26 at the main Interior
building in Washington, D.C. The briefing for employeesin the BIA’s satellite officein
northern Virginiawill take place on June 27 at the Ely S. Parker building in Reston. The
Department is seeking to increase accountability and efficiency in its trust management functions
by reorganizing the agencies that manage Indian trust funds and assets. Presentations are being
held this month at the Bureau’s 12 regional offices and other locations around the nation.

Employees will be briefed on the Department’ s plan for reorganization of the BIA and OST, and
on the Comprehensive Trust Management Plan (CTMP) at morning sessions on Thursday and
Friday. The CTMP describes how the new BIA and OST organizational structures will improve
the delivery of trust services when the reorganization is completed. The Washington, D.C.,
session will be open to tribal leaders who were unable to attend the presentations held in their
regions earlier this month.

In 2002, the Department and the Tribes together undertook an ambitious effort to change the way
the BIA and OST deliver trust and non-trust servicesto Tribes, tribal service populations and
trust beneficiaries. The Plan is based on agreements reached with the Joint Tribal Leaders/DOI
Task Force established by Secretary Gale Norton to examine and recommend proposals for
improving service delivery to recipients and beneficiaries.
