JENSEN NAMED SUPERINTENDENT AT NORTHERN CHEYENNE INDIAN AGENCY

Promotion of Don Y. Jensen to superintendent of the Indian Bureau's Northern
Cheyenne Agency, Lame Deer, Montana, effective Septémber 8, was announced today
by the Department of the Interior.

Mr. Jensen has been for the past year land operations officer at the Bureau's
Standing Rock Agency, Fort Yates, N. Dak. Previously he served for one year at
Blackfeet Agency, Browning, Montana, and eight years at the Crow Agency in
Montana as a soil conservationist and land-use planner. He was born at Castle
Dale, Utah, in 1920 and is a graduate of Utah State College.

At Northern Cheyenne he succeeds Carl Pearson who resigned as superintendent
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
