Completion of this stretch will provide an all-weather link between the
communities of Round Rock and Lukachukal in northeastern Arigzona with Navajo,
New Mexico, the Reservation town where the tribal sawmill enterprise is located,

Low bid was submitted by Nielsons, Inc., of Dolores, Colorado. Two other
bids were received, ranging to a high of $1,423,336.
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
