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Section 1. ArcGIS Desktop Version 10 System requirements and Operating Systems 

Q.  Will having Windows Aero enabled affect performance of ArcGIS Desktop 10? 

A.  In certain cases having Windows Aero enabled may decrease performance depending on your 

systems specifications. 

 

Q. What are the minimum system requirements for running ArcGIS Desktop 10? 

A. Please see the following ESRI webpage for a list of minimum requirements:

Q. Is there a utility I can use to show my system specifications for comparison to the minimum system 

requirements? 

A. Yes there is a utility called System Information.  Go to your start menu and click on Run then type 

msinfo32.exe and click the OK button. 

For Operating System Name: 

System Summary -> OS name 

For Service Pack: 

System Summary -> Version 

For CPU Speed: 

System Summary -> Processor (Mhz/1000) 

For Memory/Ram: 

System Summary -> Available Physical Memory (MB/1024) 

For Display Properties: 

Components -> Display -> Bits/Pixel 

For Screen Resolution: 

Components -> Display -> Resolution

Q. What version of .NET is required to run ArcGIS Desktop 10? 

A. .NET Framework 3.5 SP1 must be installed prior to installing ArcGIS Desktop.   

 

Q. Can our current version 9.x clients use a version 10 license manager? 

A. Yes they can, but they will not be able to borrow licenses like version 10 clients can since that 

functionality was not built into the 9.x clients. 

 

Q. Is ArcGIS Desktop Service Pack 3 available from ESRI? 

A.  Yes it is and can be downloaded from the following ESRI link:

Section 2. Feature editing functions 

Q. How has feature editing in ArcGIS 10 changed? 

A. 

1. The editing toolbar has been redesigned in ArcGIS 10.  Most noticeably, the Task list, 

sketch tool, and Target option box have been replaced with new icons and workflows. 

2.  Starting an editing session can now be accomplished by right-clicking the feature in 

ArcMap’s table of contents.   

3. New features are now created with the use of feature templates, which store 

symbology and user-defined default attribution.   

4. A new snapping toolbar provides easier access to choose snap settings. A new snapping 

option enables snap type descriptions to appear at the end of the cursor, so users can 

easily identify if they are snapping to endpoints, vertices, or feature edges of existing 

features.

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5. Pop-up toolbars have been added to aid with editing and feature creation;  a new 

Feature Construction pop-up toolbar appears during feature creation, and an Edit 

Vertices pop-up toolbar appears during feature editing 

6. Selecting overlapping features during editing has improved with a new ‘selection chip’ 

feature, which displays all features that overlap at the point of selection with the edit 

tool and lets the user choose the correct feature to edit. 

 

Q. We have a rapidly approaching deadline and need to have the old editing interface temporarily 

enabled to get our work done, is this possible? 

A. Yes, it is possible to set your editing environment back to the classic 9.3.1 editing interface. It is also 

easy to return to the new v10 editing environment. This is accomplished through the Advanced ArcMap 

Settings utility, located in the \Utilities directory where you installed ArcGIS. 

1. Be sure ArcMap is closed. 

2. Launch the Advanced ArcMap Settings utility. 

3. Choose the “Editor” tab. 

4. Uncheck “Create new features using templates”. 

5. Choose the “Apply” button on the lower right, then choose the “Close” button. 

6. ArcMap will now have the 9.3.1 editing environment enabled. 

7. To change back to the v10 editing environment, repeat the process and recheck 

the “Create new features using templates” option.
