The mE::!mbers of the Lower Creek Muscogee Tribe East of the 
Mississippi posesses the right to vote and receive services 
through the Oklahoma Creek Indian Tribe, provided, however, the 
individua.l resides wi thin the State of Oklahoma. We are a 
separate Indian Nation with full authority to govern tribal 
affairs, administer funds, and to provide services. This 
Indian tribe did not migrate east from Oklahoma, but rather, is 
the original Creek Nation. ~ve own the land designated by the 
Governor of the state of Georgia as the Tama Indian Reservation 
at Grady County, Cairo Georgia.
