The cost to the government agencies and volunteer fire departments to fight these wildfires is high, often draining funds needed for other beneficial programs.  These costs do not include the cost of destruction to timber, crops, hay, livestock, government and private property, buildings, equipment and in the worst cases loss of life.  


Fire officials want to alert people to the facts about wildland arson. 
· These fires pose a very real danger. They put the safety and health of fire fighters and the public at risk. 

· They cost taxpayers millions of dollars to suppress annually. 
· They cost property owners and government agencies millions of dollars in product, crop and infrastructure losses.

· Wildland arson is a crime

· These fires are preventable.  
· Fire officials need the public’s help in stopping this destructive behavior They ask people to be alert and reporting any suspicious activity.

WeTip is a nationwide, toll free number available 24 hours a day, 365 days a year, for reporting information about suspicious fires.  Callers remain anonymous and may be eligible to receive cash rewards up to $10,000 if their information leads to the appropriate adjudication of the crime.  Tips may also be submitted via the internet at www.wetip.com.  All hotline information is immediately forwarded to fire and police officials in the jurisdiction where the fire took place.
