in March--I have been unable to secure the proper certificate as to
payment of taxes. This matter cannot be attended to for some days
yet, and I will hold the deed and abstract until the levy has been
made and amount due on this property ascertained. Mr. Murray has

signified his willingness to deposit the amount as soon as this in-

- formation can be obtained.

I enclose herewith a certified copy of deerse of U. S. Circuit
Court for Ninth Judiceial Cireuit, So. District of California, can-
celling the abstract issued to Chatham Helm on the 10th day of A-
pril, 1882." Helm has not, displayed any willingness to accept a
peaceabls settlement of what claims he has, and as he has absolute-
ly no title to the land, I do not consider that it is necessary

that the United States should be put to any expense to extinguish
