3. Describe how the agency has communicated the numerical goals to the hiring managers and/or recruiters. 

The goals were communicated to BIA/BIE management with additional information and training to increase the use of Schedule A 
hiring authority. However, The majority of positions within Indian Affairs are subject by law to Indian Preference which must be 
applied in all personnel actions including hiring and promotions. This regulation precludes referral of non-Indians to the selecting 
official under all other competitive or non-competitive hiring authorities such as those which target non-competitive appointment of 
veterans, disabled veterans, and persons with disabilities. Only in the absence of qualified Indian Preference candidates, may non- 
Indian applicants be referred for consideration. In the absence of qualified Indian Preference candidates or for positions exempt 
from Indian Preference, non-competitive hiring flexibilities/authorities will be used to increase diversity. In addition to non- 
competitive appointing authorities already available to us to hire veterans and applicants with disabilities, Indian Affairs plans to 
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expand the use of non-competitive excepted service appointments to expedite hiring Indian Preference veteran candidates. Use of 
this program may serve as an additional tool to hire applicants in the aforementioned targeted recruitment categories.
